Workshop Objectives:   

�  To teach Alice, a programming environment that utilizes 3-D visualization methods, 
as a medium to create a high-level of interest in computing, animation, and 
storytelling among students,  

�  To collaboratively develop curricula that can 
be integrated into high school and middle 
school programs, and  

�  To establish a community of faculty to 
provide continuing support during the 
academic year. 

Alice is a 3D virtual worlds programming environment that makes it easy to create animations for either 
storytelling or interactive games. Alice has been used successfully with middle school students on up to high 
school students. At the lower level students can learn enough Alice to build interactive worlds to integrate it into 
course modules, or at a higher level as a complete course on learning programming. In any current module in 
which a student creates a poster or presentation, the student now can build an interactive story or game as the 
presentation.  
 

 
 

Each participant will receive a generous stipend for attending all three weeks. 
Housing, meals, and refreshments are provided at no cost during the training 
and curriculum development portion to be held on the Santa Clara campus.  
 
Space is limited to 16 participants, with special consideration given to applicants 
from economically disadvantaged districts in San Jose, San Francisco, and 
Oakland. Applicants should return the completed application form by February
